How teaching is happening in a COVID-Safe way

Melbourne is now moving towards ‘COVID Normal® with many of the restrictions being eased
and the city returning to life.

4. For students that are not be able to attend campus due to travel restrictions or legitimate personal circumstances, they
will either be offered the option to take equivalent online activities or complete activities on campus at a future date.
