It may be
fully vegetated or entirely constructed — above all you must be familiar with this place.

Your design ideas may be informed by existing conditions and/or opportunities you identify within or around the
landscape site. Alternatively, you can engage with current or recurring issues facing society or the built environment as a
way of expressing your ideas about design.

Take or obtain a photograph of this landscape site and print at A4 (you may choose to then mount this image on an A3
sheet).

Using black pens and or pencils, draw over this image to suggest how you might change this landscape. If you have
mounted the original image on A3 you may use the margins also for drawing on. Please note that we are looking for your
landscape design ideas, not your drawing skills.
